USA Junior Olympic Girls Volleyball Championships Return to Atlanta in 2006


COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. (July 20, 1996) – Atlanta has been selected to host the 2006 USA Junior Olympic Girls Volleyball Championships, USA Volleyball announced Wednesday.

The Georgia World Congress Center will host USA Volleyball’s largest event – scheduled for June 28-July 5, 2006 – for the second time in four years. The 2003 USA Junior Olympic Girls Volleyball Championships also took place in The Peach State’s capital city.

In 2004, the World Congress Center hosted the 556 teams that competed at the USA Open Volleyball Championships from May 29-June 5.

“We are excited to once again have the opportunity to work with the Atlanta Convention and Visitors Bureau, the Atlanta Sports Council and the World Congress Center staff in hosting the 2006 USA Junior Olympic Girls Volleyball Championships,” said Mike Chandler, USA Volleyball’s managing director of events.

A record 756 teams and an estimated 40,000 fans attended this year’s Girls Junior Olympic event at The Salt Palace in Salt Lake City, Utah. Thousands of club volleyball teams from all across the country compete to qualify for the Junior Olympics in age groups ranging from 12-18.

The 2006 event will be hosted by the Southern Region and the Atlanta Sports Council in conjunction with USA Volleyball, the National Governing Body (NGB) of the sport.
