How to Create a Masterpiece

How would you like to create a masterpiece?
Perhaps you're tempted to say, "I'm not an artist."
Well, you don't have to be a painter, sculptor or musician to create a masterpiece.
And here's the best news of all: Anyone can create a masterpiece. If you're an athlete, you can turn a practice into something special. If you're a student, you can turn your assignments into works of art.
You can even turn a day into a masterpiece!
So the question is: how?
There's one factor that most masterpieces have in common: They began with a deeply flawed situation.
Let me tell you a story. Centuries ago, in Italy, a young artist accepted a challenge to work with a flawed piece of marble. Other artists had looked at the stone and decided that it was not worthy of their talent. But Michelangelo didn't look at it that way. Instead, he kept chipping away at that flawed marble, and wound up
producing the statue David, considered perhaps the greatest sculpture in the world! Michelangelo had taken a situation that others wouldn't even
touch, and turned it into a triumph.
You can do the same. Few situations in life are perfect. Most of them are flawed, deeply so. 

You've heard of George Washington's trip across the Delaware River on Christmas night in 1776. In this attack, Washington was able to surprise his
enemies and win a decisive battle. It was cold, dark and the river was filled with ice. In other words, there was nothing ideal about the situation except the possibilities for anyone who would dare to take action.
Your life is filled with situations that are less than ideal. Some are deeply flawed. But somewhere in those situations, if you're willing to look and see the possibilities, are the seeds of a masterpiece. 
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
